Life: More Abundant
I woke understanding that Christianity is the only religion that has evidence of what it promises, which is “life”. LIFE – that is the reason. RESURRECTION – the only evidence. Jesus said, "I am come that they might have life, and that they might have it more abundantly." John 10:9-11 No-one anywhere and not in any other era made such a promise backed by evidence and eye-witnesses. 

God demonstrated his power and desire to revive people from death. Elijah revived a child. And Elijah took the child, and brought him down out of the chamber into the house, and delivered him unto his mother: and Elijah said, See, thy son liveth". 1 Kings 17:22-24 Jesus raised Jairus’s child (Luke 8:41-end of chapter), and called Lazarus (John 11:1-45) from the grave. In fact Lazarus had been in the grave several days by that stage. This ability to raise people from death is exclusive to the God of the Israelites, the same God who sent Jesus, his own son. He sent Jesus so we might have life “and have it more abundantly”. 
God did offer Adam and Eve, life – in the Garden of Eden were two trees; the Tree of Life and the Tree of Knowledge of Good and Evil which, they were warned about, that eating from it would bring death. We all die as a consequence of their choice. Every human dies. Every child of Adam and Eve dies.

Now some die early, and some die late. Some dies at almost 1,000 years old, like Methuselah. “Altogether, Methuselah lived a total of 969 years, and then he died.”
Genesis 5:26-28. Nowadays, a long life is considered to be anything over 80 and some even live to exceed 100years. We would think they had life “abundantly”. However, the end result for Methuselah and for anyone alive today is the same. If we live, we will die. We have a short life, that blossoms for a little while, shrivels up, loses its vibrancy, and we die. 

When Jesus spoke of life, which was more abundant he offered something that exceeded our normal expectation. Without Christ, there is only this life, which we have now. Without Christ, we die and we have no hope. 

So, Jesus came to change that. He reverses what Adam and Eve, our first parents, established by their disobedience. Jesus offers life – placing us in the same situation Adam and Ever were in prior to their fatal choice. Like the other Tree, Jesus now offers us life and we have a choice. 

Now, other religions appear to offer some “after life”. They say this or that will happen after death – and for some, death is seen to be some victorious march into glory. However, none, no not one of these has any evidence to back up the promise. 

One may say to a child, “There is a chocolate in the refrigerator for you.” The child will go immediately to see the chocolate for himself. He looks for the direct evidence. He will find the chocolate, or find out that the one who promised lied.
A promise is empty, unless there is evidence to support. One purchasing a business may be told there is a certain turnover annually, with a certain percentage profit – rewarding the buyer for the investment and financial risk. He or she will demand to view the evidence to support that claim. 

Do not then, be suckered in with a religion which promises some afterlife, but has no evidence supporting the claim. 

Look to Jesus. Jesus died, as every human dies, but the grave could not contain him forever. Jesus was raised from the dead. 

In the dead of night, angels came to minister to him, and by morning he was gone from his tomb. The great stone was moved out of its place and Jesus was no longer in the grave. When his friends and his students came to visit his grave, they were shocked because it was empty. Who had taken him and where had they taken his body, they cried. Well, he was no longer dead, and he was alive and walking around. He showed himself and talked with his friends. He stayed close by for another 40 days, teaching them from scripture until they understood that what had happened had been prophesied by ancient faithful men of God. 

Jesus died, and was raised form the dead and was taken into glory after 40 days. “For Christ is not entered into the holy places made with hands, which are the figures of the true; but into heaven itself, now to appear in the presence of God for us:”
Hebrews 9:23-25  “Who is gone into heaven, and is on the right hand of God; angels and authorities and powers being made subject unto him.” 1 Peter 3:21-22  “So then after the Lord had spoken unto them, he was received up into heaven, and sat on the right hand of God.” Mark 16:18-20 

All his friends and family, as well as his disciples were witnesses to this. Jesus died and now lives in Glory. He lives and offers us life. There is no other religion that establishes the validity of such a promise, with real eye witness accounts of the very promise being played out. This is what Jesus promised, this is why he came - that we might have life and have it more abundantly. This is why he is called our Savior, because he alone can save us from death, from the grave. When all hope seems lost, Jesus offers LIFE – not in empty promises, nor exaggerated accounts. We are told we can follow him into glory. Believe in Jesus – believe in a promise supported by evidence and witnesses, many eye-witnesses. 
LIFE beyond the grave is only on offer through Jesus. Like an exclusive commodity available only through one source. That source is Jesus. Come, read your Holy Bible, learn about the Father who sent his only son, to be your Savior, so you can live. Find out the truth about Jesus and learn what you can do to enter this wonderfully abundant, eternal life. Who would devote to a different course, via a different religion? Jesus alone is the key to life and glory. You have a choice. Believe Jesus and follow him into LIFE.
