Speaking the Word in Truth. 

Xmas is a Crock, but Jesus is the Real Deal. 

Who believes that Jesus was born in December? He was not. Who believes that Xmas trees and yule logs represent Christ? They do not. Who believes that Xmas is a time of giving designated by the Father, or the Son? It is not. Who believes that Xmas is holy? It is not. 

Jesus said, Mark 7:7 Howbeit in vain do they worship me, teaching for doctrines the commandments of men.
He was quoting from Isaiah 29:13 Wherefore the Lord said, Forasmuch as this people draw near me with their mouth, and with their lips do honour me, but have removed their heart far from me, and their fear toward me is taught by the precept of men:
Xmas is a crock. It is one of those traditions portrayed by men as Holy and Christian, but it is not. 

Jesus was not born at Christmas. His birthday is not clear from the Biblical accounts. Xmas is not mentioned at all in the Bible. Many articles report on the origins of Xmas and its customs. Rather than from Christ or the Bible, these customs originated in pagan religions and were adopted into the Christian calendar. Jesus wants us to worship him in spirit and in truth. John 4:23 But the hour cometh, and now is, when the true worshippers shall worship the Father in spirit and in truth: for the Father seeks such to worship him. Jesus does not need Xmas paraphernalia to make him look good. He is pure and righteous and loving and his message of hope far exceeds the limited gift-giving and tinsel of this counterfeit celebration. 

Surely it is a good thing to celebrate Christ’s birth. Yes, to celebrate his coming in order to save us from our sins. John 1:29 The next day John saw Jesus coming toward him and said, "Look, the Lamb of God, who takes away the sin of the world!” Jesus birth is indeed a most joyous and wondrous event, heralded by singing angels and signs in the night sky. Matthew Chapter 1 and Luke 2. 

How we portray this miraculous event shrouded in lies and falsehood, must make Jesus followers look foolish indeed to non-believers. It would appear as though the God they worship was generated in fables, rather than Him being the source and strength of the truth. These lies present the gospel message in an abominable mixture of pagan ritual and Christian purity within its core message.
When we look in the mirror we see a true representation of ourselves. Likewise, when a non-believer observes a Christian he or she ought to be able to clearly see true representation of Jesus, the Christ. They must see this in our behaviour and hear it in our words. 

Ours is a high calling indeed. We are a royal priesthood. 1 Peter 2:9 But ye are a chosen generation, a royal priesthood, an holy nation, a peculiar people; that ye should shew forth the praises of him who hath called you out of darkness into his marvellous light; 
We are royal because we belong to the heavenly kingdom and family of God. We are a priesthood because we represent Christ on earth. We do his work on earth. We carry on his divine commission, to preach the gospel of the kingdom of God to all people. Mark 16:15 And he said unto them, Go ye into all the world, and preach the gospel to every creature.
We preach the new eternal opportunity for all people to cast off their life of sin and take on the life of Christ – sinless and pure. Philippians 1:11
Being filled with the fruits of righteousness, which are by Jesus Christ, unto the glory and praise of God.
This high calling demands integrity beyond question. Let’s not conceal the truth of God’s gift in cheap baubles and falsehood. Let’s boldly speak the truth and let its glory shine in the hearts and souls of all people who hear and believe. 
The gospel is the glorious truth of Christ, God’s son, born miraculously of the Holy Spirit to Mary the virgin. Matthew 1:23 Behold, a virgin shall be with child, and shall bring forth a son, and they shall call his name Emmanuel, which being interpreted is, God with us. Luke 2 : 6-14 the days were accomplished that she should be delivered.  7And she brought forth her firstborn son, and wrapped him in swaddling clothes, and laid him in a manger; because there was no room for them in the inn.  8And there were in the same country shepherds abiding in the field, keeping watch over their flock by night.  9And, lo, the angel of the Lord came upon them, and the glory of the Lord shone round about them: and they were sore afraid. 10And the angel said unto them, Fear not: for, behold, I bring you good tidings of great joy, which shall be to all people. 11For unto you is born this day in the city of David a Saviour, which is Christ the Lord.  12And this shall be a sign unto you; Ye shall find the babe wrapped in swaddling clothes, lying in a manger.  13And suddenly there was with the angel a multitude of the heavenly host praising God, and saying, 14Glory to God in the highest, and on earth peace, good will toward men. 
The gospel is the truth of God’s love; that he gave his only begotten son, John 3:16 For God so loved the world, that he gave his only begotten Son, that whosoever believeth in him should not perish, but have everlasting life - so we could live beyond the condemnation of death, and share eternity with God and Jesus in Glory. John 14:1-3  1Let not your heart be troubled: ye believe in God, believe also in me. 2In my Father's house are many mansions: if it were not so, I would have told you. I go to prepare a place for you. 3And if I go and prepare a place for you, I will come again, and receive you unto myself; that where I am, there ye may be also. 

The gospel is the truth that Jesus died and his shed blood cleanses us from sin and we can live pure, holy honourable lives in tribute to his sacrificial gift – his very own perfect, precious life. 

The gospel itself is the glory and wonder. The gospel itself is the miracle. Keep it pure. Keep it real and honour God by your honesty. 

Resist the seduction of lies and human traditions and seek God with all your heart and mind and soul - your whole being, and remain true to the gospel – observing the word and commands of God.
