Be you Holy as your Father in Heaven is Holy
To be holy is

· To belong to God (as opposed to belonging to the world)

· To live Christ’s life (unspotted by the world)

· To love and worship God in spirit and in truth

· To love others and to live a life of love, to be loving as part of our inner nature

· To do the work of Christ on earth – proclaim His Holy name, and proclaim his gospel of love

· To be in holy fellowship with God, His Son and His Church

· To have our name written in the Book of Life

What Does it Mean to be “at one with” God? 

Christ’s prayer of John 14-17 covers each of these points of intimate relationships between Christ, the Father and the Church - “You in me”; and “me in you”; and “us in them”; and “them in us”. 

God and Christ are one – hard for us to grasp that two entities are one and the same God – yet this is the case. “I and my Father are one”. Christ prayed that we, the Church, “be one” with them. 

We understand the Holy Spirit is in us, but it is harder to grasp us in them. 

“That they may be one as we are one”. Does this “oneness” of spirit mean unity of purpose?

Yes it means unity of mind and purpose, but so much more. 

Is oneness of Spirit having the mind of Christ – thinking like Him?
Yes, but much more. 

Is oneness of Spirit complete immersion in Godliness and holiness?

Yes, but even more.

Is oneness of Spirit with God being Holy? 

Yes. It is not about acting holy or being immersed (we remain an individual) in Holiness. No, it is about being transformed into Holiness. (WOW) We are Holy. We are one (not at one, nor as one, but we are one) with God. We are Holy. We are one with God.

Christ desired this of His Father, “I in you”, “you in me” and “them in us” and “us in them”.  The Christian becomes completely merged with Christ and the Father. This is so powerful a message, so powerful a concept, so powerful a goal, so powerful a reality. We are completely distinguishable as God’s seed, His people, a holy nation, His children. We are all in Him and Him in us. Still this remains beyond our intellectual grasp.

“Be ye transformed by the renewing of your mind”. Our body which defines us is merely the temple for the indwelling Spirit of God. Cast off the “temple” and the Spirit is freed from this bondage and “separateness” – a temporary, physical state. 

Being “in this tent” is like a physical barrier. In Spirit we are truly one with God and Christ. The body is a temporary dwelling with a temporary impression of separation. The body provides a kind of holding bay and vehicle for us to learn and practice and live Holiness. (WOW!)

We are one and we are one with God; Jesus and God are one and we are one with them. Let us remember who we are and what we are in all our undertakings. Let us walk worthy of the calling.
