Bible Lessons – a 3 month course. (13 lessons)
These bible lessons offer the person just learning about Christ, a process and map toward conversion and an understanding about the Christian experience. You will come to understand what it means to be a fellow-worker with Christ, and how to submit your life to the Father’s will. 
You will learn to let Love guide all you do, and you will see the Holy Spirit begin to work in your life in miraculous ways. You will learn to love your fellow Christians, as you come to realize how imperative it is for us to support one another as we look forward to Christ’s return with joy and anticipation. 
You will learn a deep respect as you come to understand the God we worship, and look toward Christ’s establishment of the Kingdom on earth over all the kingdoms of men and find out what will happen after the Millenium. It will be a wonderful journey together as you are led into the bosom of God’s family.

This Study will introduce topics through selected readings and ask you to answer questions from the text. You will be asked to think about what this means to you. Is it requiring you to rethink some ideas you may have previously held? What will be your response? Let the Holy Spirit will guide your actions and thoughts to understand and to see Jesus in new light. God will lead you into all truth through the power of the Holy Spirit. It is up to you to follow the path God sets out for you and He will lead you.
